Installation & Wiring

1. Panel mount the Percentage Timer in a suitable enclosure using the supplied mounting hardware.
Do not over-torque mounting screws: 15 in-lbs maximum.

2. Use #12-22 AWG copper or copper clad aluminum wire, solid or stranded. Recommended terminal
tightening torque is 7 in-Ibs.
3. Wire the time delay relay per the wiring diagram on the side of the housing.
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Setting

All PTA series products come with a single time delay range as indicated on the product

label. Set the percentage of time that the relay is energized (ON) by adjusting the knob location
to the desired percentage. A 0% setting means that the relay is continually de-energized (OFF). A
100% setting means that the relay is continually energized (ON).

Important

PTA series products, as standard, retain memory of the timing cycle and relay status even when
power is lost. The timer will continue timing without reset of the timing cycle when power is
reapplied. The relay will de-energize and return to the open (OFF) position upon loss of power.
When power is restored, the relay will return to the state it was in prior to the power loss. Products

with a "B" suffix have memory disabled, the timing cycle will be reset when power is lost on these 2
products.
